the DuPage Library System.  Unlike libraries, 
which are funded mostly by property taxes, 
all Illinois library systems are funded directly 
by the State of Illinois.  Because of long 
delays in receiving State monies due them, 
the systems are cu!  ng services and sta" .  
One of the most important services they 
provide is the delivery of materials between 
libraries.  With con# nued loss of funding 
the impact on services to our patrons may 
include:  
• limits on the  number of items that may 

be ordered or borrowed from other 
libraries, 

• a longer wai# ng period for items 
requested from other libraries, 

• modi$ ca# on or elimina# on of special 
programs or joint ventures such as 
the Macy’s Museum Adventure Pass 
Program.

Over the next year(s) changes will occur 
as libraries adapt to the loss of system 
support.  We will do all we can to keep you 
informed of these changes and to minimize 
their e" ects on service to you, our patrons.

Illinois libraries have always been and will 
con# nue to be commi% ed to providing the 
best possible service to their communi# es. 
We will con# nue to work together toward 
that goal.
